      Nervousness, excitement, 
racing hearts, winning and 
relief; these are all symptoms 
of what is a rare diagnosis of 
state champion for FCCLA.
      The four seniors who 
are suffering--or more likely 
enjoying these symptoms--are 
Blake Williams, Shayla Clark, 
Katie Marsan and Natalie 
Lambert. They all beat out 
any competition for their 
categories and qualified for 
nationals which will be held in 
Chicago. 
     This competition is better 
known as STAR events, 
Students Taking Action with 
Recognition. According to 
Williams it is the biggest 
challenge of the club.
     Each student participating 
in this event was required to 
enter a category and prepare a 
presentation. Lambert entered 
into the job interview, Clark 
entered into the teach and 
train section, and Williams 
and Marsan entered into 
entrepreneurship together.
     Marsan has been the 
chapter president for the last 
two years; she has been a 
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member of FCCLA for 3 years 
and has enjoyed every year, she 
said.
     “My favorite part of 
being in FCCLA is meeting 
and interacting with a variety 
of people and attending the 
conference,” said Marsan.
     Williams was Marsan’s 
partner this year, they worked 
together on entrepreneurship, 
senior division. Their 
presentation was a pizza parlor 
business called “Pizzalicious”. 
They had to create an oral 
speech and do a lot of research 
on their subject; they even 
made shirts with logos of their 

fictional pizza parlor.
     Clark explains what the 
most challenging part is to 
her about going to the STAR 
competition.
     “The nerves right before 
you compete is the most 
challenging,” she said.
     Clark has been involved 
with FCCLA for two years. 
For her presentation she did 
“Helping Hands Go Green”. 
She prepared a portfolio 
and display board for her 
presentation and also gave a 
speech.
     Clark’s favorite part of 
FCCLA is winning top gold, 

and she 
encourages 
others to 
join FCCLA.
     This was 
Lambert’s 
first year 
in FCCLA, 
but she 
wishes she 
had done 
it since her 
freshman 
year. For 
her category 
of job 
interview, 
senior 

division, she had to put 
together a portfolio and do 
research on the job she was 
interviewing for. Not only 
did she win top gold in this 
category, but she received 99 
out of 100 for her final score. 
     “I really wish more people 
would get involved,” Lambert 
said, explaining the biggest 
challenge is the lack of people 
participating.
     “It is a great program and 
I encourage more people to be 
involved. It is a great way to 
get involved and you do great 
things for the community’” 
Lambert said, adding, “More 
boys should join, it’s really 
fun.”
     FCCLA isn’t only about 
the competition. There are also 
moments of fun, such as the 
formal dance at state that all 
four seniors attended. 
     According to Williams this 
part was the most fun. 
     “The dances were amazing, 
and I really enjoyed meeting a 
ton of new friends.”
     All four seniors talked 
about how they would think 
it would be great for people 
to join FCCLA, because it is 
a great chance to get involved 
with the community.

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   Bob Bennie of 
Mariah’s Challenge, came 
to speak to the THS 
students about drinking 
and driving.  On April 
30, he asked the students 
to accept “Mariah’s 
Challenge” and “Be The 
One”, meaning be the 
one who gets a ride for 
the drunken friend so 
that he or she doesn’t 
make a decision that 
could potentially end an 
innocent victim’s life. 
He challenged students 
to be the one who takes 
the keys and makes a 
drunken friend stay the 
night, or even call their 
parents. 
     Mariah’s Challenge evolved 
after Mariah McCarthy was 
killed by a drunk driver. As 
Leo McCarthy, Mariah’s father 
gave the eulogy at her funeral, 
he asked her friends to “look 
beyond the death toward 
something more hopeful,” 
he stated on the Mariah’s 
Challenge website.  Thus 
Mariah’s Challenge began.
     Bennie, Mariah’s uncle, 
seemed to aim his April 30 
message especially toward 
Timberlake students attending 
Prom the following night. 
For some, the message wasn’t 
anything they haven’t heard 
before, but for some it opened 
their eyes to the horrors that 
could occur if they decide to 
drink and drive. 
     Bennie admitted he wasn’t 
a professional speaker, but he 
still made it very clear that by 
deciding to drink and drive 
and taking someone’s life, a 

person becomes a killer.  He 
asked students to imagine 
living with the regret of taking 
an innocent person’s life and 
watching the family mourn the 
life of their loved one. 
     In the video Bennie 
showed students, a man who 
had killed someone while 
drinking and driving and 
who had become an inmate 
expressed deep regret, stating 
that he wished he had never 
made the decision to drink 
and drive. 
     “The video made me teary 
eyed because I can relate to the 
families that lost a loved one,” 
said Ashlei Jerome, sophomore.
   To avoid this tragedy, 
“Stop. Think. Make the right 
decision,” stated THS student 
counselor, Mrs. Trotter. 
     Every fifteen minutes 
someone dies from an alcohol 
related incident, followed by 
families being informed they 

won’t be spending 
another day with their 
loved one. Bennie 
reminded the audience 
to be the one; don’t let 
friends drink and drive. 
This could prevent them 
from going to jail, dying 
or killing someone else. 
He encouraged students 
to save themselves from 
the regret of letting 
friends drink and drive.
